AWARD NOTIFICATION (AUG 2004) Notice regarding the State’s intent to award a contract will be posted at the location specified on the Cover Page. The date and location of posting will be announced at opening. If the contract resulting from this Solicitation has a total or potential value in excess of fifty thousand dollars, such notice will be sent to all Offerors responding to the Solicitation and any award will not be effective until the sixteenth day after such notice is given.


BID / PROPOSAL AS OFFER TO CONTRACT (AUG 2004) By submitting Your Bid or Proposal, You are offering to enter into a contract with the Using Governmental Unit(s). Without further action by either party, a binding contract shall result upon final award. (b) The State seeks to permit maximum practicable competition. RESPONSIVENESS / IMPROPER OFFERS (AUG 2004) (a) Bid as Specified. Offers for supplies or services other than those specified will not be considered unless authorized by the Solicitation. 

(b) Multiple Offers. Offerors may submit more than one Offer, provided that each Offer has significant differences other than price. Each separate Offer must satisfy all Solicitation requirements. While multiple Offers may be submitted as one document, Offeror is responsible for clearly differentiating between each separate Offer. III.
Scope of Work / Specifications

It is the intent of the state of South Carolina, Materials Management Office to solicit bids to provide consultation services to the South Carolina Education Oversight Committee (EOC). Consultants are required by the EOC to provide expertise not available within the Committee regarding education policy, services, testing, trends, and other education related issues. All approved and qualified consultants will be placed on the Qualified Provider List (QPL) to be used by offices within the Committee. Placement on the QPL does not guarantee a consultant will be used by the EOC and the failure of a specific provider to receive business shall not be grounds for a contract controversy under Section 11-35-4230 of the South Carolina Consolidated Procurement Code. 

ROLE OF CONSULTANT 

Education consultants play a key role in the Committee's operations. Their unique abilities and services provide the EOC with expertise and knowledge that would otherwise be unavailable. Throughout the year it becomes necessary for the EOC to employ consultants as trainers, speakers, or analysts. Consultants are an important part of the EOC team. 

SCOPE OF SERVICES 

A consultant may be required to provide various services to the Education Oversight Committee. These may include, but are not limited to: 

(1) Preparing and conducting seminars for educational professionals, community

and business representatives. 

(2) Giving speeches at professional conferences or meetings across the state. 

(3) Providing technical assistance to offices within the Committee. 

(4) Analyzing EOC or other educational operations and making recommendations for courses of action. 

(5) Serving on or chairing a task force conducting studies of educational issues. 

(6) Developing educational curriculum or related documents. 

(7) Developing educational assessment questions and tools. 

(8) Serving as mentors, coaches, assessors, or grant readers. 

(9) By request of the Committee, giving technical assistance to individuals, community groups, or entities working with the EOC. 

COMPENSATION 

Daily rates for consulting services will be negotiated on a case by case basis, but shall not exceed $1,500 per day. When necessary, travel expenses and per diem will be provided in accordance with South Carolina travel regulations.

IMPORTANT TAX NOTICE - NONRESIDENTS ONLY

Withholding Requirements for Payments to Nonresidents: Section 12-8-550 of the South Carolina Code of Laws requires persons hiring or contracting with a nonresident conducting a business or performing personal services of a temporary nature within South Carolina to withhold 2% of each payment made to the nonresident. The withholding requirement does not apply to (1) payments on purchase orders for tangible personal property when the payments are not accompanied by services to be performed in South Carolina, (2) nonresidents who are not conducting business in South Carolina, (3) nonresidents for contracts that do not exceed $10,000 in a calendar year, or (4) payments to a nonresident who (a) registers with either the S.C. Department of Revenue or the S.C. Secretary of State and (b) submits a Nonresident Taxpayer Registration Affidavit - Income Tax Withholding, Form I-312 to the person letting the contract.

The withholding requirement applies to every governmental entity that uses a contract ("Using Entity"). Nonresidents should submit a separate copy of the Nonresident Taxpayer Registration Affidavit - Income Tax Withholding, Form I-312 to every Using Entity that makes payment to the nonresident pursuant to this solicitation. Once submitted, an affidavit is valid for all contracts between the nonresident and the Using Entity, unless the Using Entity receives notice from the Department of Revenue that the exemption from withholding has been revoked.

Section 12-8-540 requires persons making payment to a nonresident taxpayer of rentals or royalties at a rate of $1,200.00 or more a year for the use of or for the privilege of using property in South Carolina to withhold 7% of the total of each payment made to a nonresident taxpayer who is not a corporation and 5% if the payment is made to a corporation. Contact the Department of Revenue for any applicable exceptions.

BIDDER'S CHECKLIST

AVOID COMMON BIDDING MISTAKES

Review this checklist prior to submitting your bid.

If you fail to follow this checklist, you risk having your bid rejected.

Do not include any of your standard contract forms!

Unless expressly required, do not include any additional boilerplate contract clauses.

Reread your entire bid to make sure your bid does not take exception to any of the state's mandatory requirements. 


Make sure you have properly marked all protected, confidential, or trade secret information in accordance with the heading entitled: foia bidding instructions, submitting confidential information.  do not mark your entire bid as confidential, trade secret, or protected!  Do not include a legend on the cover stating that your entire response is not to be released! 

Have you properly acknowledged all amendments?  Instructions regarding how to acknowledge an amendment should appear in all amendments issued.

Make sure your bid includes a copy of the solicitation cover page.  Make sure the cover page is signed by a person that is authorized  to contractually bind your business.

Make sure your bid includes the number of copies requested.

Check to ensure your bid includes everything requested!

Check again to ensure your bid includes everything requested!

If you have concerns about the solicitation, do not raise those concerns in your response!  After opening, it is too late!  If this solicitation includes a pre-bid conference or a question & answer period, raise your questions as a part of that process!  Please see bidding instructions and any provisions regarding pre-bid conferences.

This checklist is included only as a reminder to help bidders avoid common mistakes.

Responsiveness will be evaluated against the solicitation, not against this checklist.

You do not need to return this checklist with your response.
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
